
The WWW was developed by the European Research Centre for Nuclear Physics (CERN) in Lausanne (Switzerland)
as a hypermedia system for the Internet in 1993. The other agency involved in this development was the NCSA (Na-
tional Center for Supercomputing Applications, University of Illinois, USA). By now, the WWW Consortium (W3C) is
developing the WWW further.
